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INTRODUCTION

greatest challenges is finding ways and 
techniques which enable people to live and 
work sustainable, so that all people - regard-
less of their religion, race, color or living 
places, can get their needs from the re-
sources without affecting the future of the 
next generation and the availability of re-
sources which enable them to live in peace 
and comfort.  
 
In the light of this, the concept of sustaina-
ble development emerged as one of the 
main concepts in the international confer-
ences on environment and development.

Achieving sustainable development requires 
radical changes in the attitudes and behav-
iors of human beings on both the personal 
and social levels, in the society they are 
living in, in the workplace and in every activ-
ity they do. This is not going to happen un-
less education takes the initiative through 
the curricula, teaching and training and gen-
uine partnership between the educational 
institutions and other institutions in the soci-
ety. During the UNESCO Summit held in 
Brazil in 1992 emphasis was given on the 
role of man in sustainable development and 
the importance of gearing teaching and 
training towards it. This means that educa-
tion and training are essential for societies 
to achieve their identities and make the ut-
most of their resources. 
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In addition, the United Nations geared its at-
tention to sustainable development by consid-
ering the era from 2005 to 2014 as the United 
Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable 
Development. This requires from all countries 
to take the necessary steps in every type of 
education including technical and vocational 
education. A number of definitions of sustain-
able development appeared in the United 
Nations' conferences and organizations as 
well as in the literature related to the relation-
ship of sustainable development to the educa-
tion.
